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REPORT OF THE
“RURAL AND TRIBAL CAMP”

The rural and tribal camp aims at developing social skills through experiential and activity-based
learning. Students are enabled to acquaint with the knowledge about the process of identifying
social issues and finding solutions of rural and tribal community through village stay

programme.

The College encourages students to visit rural and tribal people in the Coimbatore and The

Nilgiris Districts and to organize various programmes for their holistic development.

Rural camp for 7 days and tribal camp for 3 days are conducted every year in various villages of

the Districts of Coimbatore and The Nilgiris.

Students learn to organize all activities of the camp under the supervision of a faculty member

and the community is benefitted through these programmes.

Rural camps at Jadayampalayam Panchayat, Seeliyur village of Karamadai Panchayat and
Tholampalayam village of Karamadai Panchayat were conducted. Awareness programmes on
health and hygiene, environment and consumer awareness, training programmes on solid waste
management and skill development, Swatchh Bharat activities, veterinary camp, medical camp
(General, Eye), awareness rallies on dengue, voters awareness, road safety and TB and tree

plantation programmes were organized.
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Tribal camps at Garikkaiyur, Kotagiri and Paniya Rehabilitation Farm, Pandalur Panchayat

Union, Gudalur were conducted. Medical camps (General, Dental, ENT, Pediatric), Veterinary
camp, awareness programmes on nutrition, child and substance abuse, cultural get-to-gether,
youth interaction, PRA resource mapping, need assessment survey, yoga and sports competitions

and skill development training programmes were organised.
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Students get to know the rural and tribal life, difficulties faced by them, techniques to assess their

needs and to figure out the programmes to enhance their quality of life and mental health. These
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
